The figure removes their mask to reveal
Alexandria/Alex (late 20s and Jeff’s girlfriend). She is
confident and quick witted with a dry, sarcastic demeanor.

Jeff joins in laughing. Only Erik is left unamused.

ALEX
Oh my god, you guys are too easy.
You realize your back door is
literally always unlocked? If I
really was the Sweetheart Slayer
I'd be murdering the shit out of
both of you right now.

Alex tosses her Sweetheart Slayer mask onto the nearby table.

ERIK
Great to see you, Alex.

ALEX
Wow. Nice outfit, what do you have?
A job interview?

JEFF
Young Erik here has a blind date
tonight.

ALEX
Wait.

ALEX (CONT'D)
You didn’t like order her from a
catalog from Russia or anything did
you? That happened to the old man
across the street from me. Blew
his life savings to pay for her to
come here and become a citizen then
waited and waited, but she never
showed. Years pass and the old man
dies of a heart attack. Nobody at
his funeral but a few of us who
knew him.. and up walks this woman
dressed in black Russian furs.
Beautiful like a starlet out of an
0old movie. No one new her.

ERIK
